ADMISSION CRITERIA*

e Arelevant undergraduate degree in the fields of
science, engineering or information technology

e A minimum CGPA of 3.0 (on a scale of 4.0) or
equivalent (2nd class upper in the British system])

e A minimum GRE Quantitative score of 155 (700 on the
old scale).

e A minimum TOEFL score of 91 (Internet based)
or equivalent paper/computer based TOEFL, or a
minimum academic IELTS score of 6.5.

e 3 recommendation letters

e  Statement of objectives

* High grades and scores are a prerequisite but are no guarantee
of admission. However, highly-qualified applicants who do not have
the required GRE scores may be considered for admission through
placement exams and/or additional courses at Masdar Institute.

SCHOLARSHIPS

All qualified full-time students admitted at Masdar Institute
receive a full scholarship and access to our world-class
facilities as well as the opportunity to work as research
assistants during their studies.

The scholarship includes 100% tuition fee, textbooks,
laptop, medical insurance, housing, travel expenses, and a
cost-of-living stipend.
